The school’s approach to drama is to use this in all year groups starting in nursery to enable us to achieve the best outcome possible with regards to raising standards, and to use this cross-curricular.

The school’s reason for seeking involvement in D4LC is to try to raise standards in writing and speaking and listening.

The aims of the lesson

e.g. 

· To understand difference between life in the past and life in the present.

· To use a range of actions and ideas to reinforce what they have learned so far and introduce the children to a range of drama skills and ideas.

· To create a stimulus for writing.

Main activity

We began the lesson with the teacher in role.  The teacher needed help she had a problem she had a very special guest coming to stay at her house and needed to entertain her guest.  The guest was so important it was a secret and she could not tell them who it was.  She was very confused what could she do to entertain them and would she need to get anything ready? She had heard that Daffodil class were really good at sorting out problems and could they help her? The pupils responded with ideas, which the teacher in role scribed these into a list so she would not forget.  The pupils then chose one of theses ideas or roles to act out.  In a subsequent lesson the children used their ideas from the drama session to produce a piece of writing. 

In this lesson there was evidence of creativity when the children used some of their prior knowledge from other curricular areas to act as the catalyst for a whole range of ideas.

This lesson showed evidence of learning as when in subsequent lessons the children’s recall of facts and ideas was good and they used these ideas in their writing. 

Drama strategies and conventions used
· Teacher in role.

· Improvisation

· Still images/freeze frame.

Why use drama?

The advantages of using drama were. The children are more stimulated through taking part and re-living the actions, rather than sitting and listening to a lot of facts which only seem to be remembered for a short while.  The action seems to stimulate the memory through remembering the physical activity the linked facts are remembered.  Whether this has only helped the children that are kinaesthetic learners I do not know as yet.
