The aims of the lesson

Lesson exemplar
The teacher wanted to deepen the children’s understanding of the setting and the characters from the story ‘Where the Wild Things Are’ by Maurice Sendak 

Before the lesson – CT briefed the TA on her role

	Role of TA

· note down ch comments as drama develops

· be in role as Max in ½ group/encourage questioning, responses


	After the lesson the teacher

felt that in the Role on Wall section, the children were very keen to write their ideas as to what Max was like. They settled on task quickly and discussed their ideas with each other. As they came up to the outline to place their captions, they began to read the other captions and work out where they would put theirs. She felt that this was discussing, writing, and reading for a purpose.

She thought that the object in room section worked really well because the children developed the idea beyond their knowledge of the story because they said that a wild thing was in the room and if that was so, then where was Max?

She felt that there were a range of ideas from the children and she needed thinking time as to how to follow in the next session. Perhaps letter from Max, asking for help? 




The pupils…

· showed an involved level of understanding, making statements such as ‘He was probably feeling a bit tired’, ‘I don’t think he was really being naughty, he was just playing  ‘He was just feeling cross with his Mummy, that’s why he got in the boat and sailed away. ‘If the room became the world all around then he thought he could do anything he wanted to.’’ 

· formed appropriate questions in order to find out what Max was like, such as ‘How did you fell when your Mum shouted at you? ‘What did you think when the room was changing ‘What other naughty things have you done?’’

· were able to form justified theories

· were able to work co-operatively to show a situation, take turns to ask questions, and listen to the answers
