The school’s approach to drama: integrated into curriculum areas but with the emphasis on drama strategies eg hot seating, decision alley etc.

The school’s reasons for seeking involvement in D4LC: in the light of the Primary Strategy which focuses on enjoyment and creativity in learning, we wanted to find out how we could investigate creative drama in our school.

Age Group  6 -7 years (Yr 2 )

Size of class 26

Length of lesson 1 hour X 2

Subject links Geography

Resources: Power point presentation, paper, masking tape, digital camera, felt tip pens, tourist attraction leaflets, PCs

The aims of the lesson

e.g. 

· To create through drama and geography some posters to give to Wymondham TIC 

· To develop their co-operation skills in working together

· To enhance writing skills through the medium of drama

Lesson exemplar
The teacher wanted to be in role with the children and work with them on their project (also see aims of lesson)

Before the lesson I created my power point presentation about the project and told the children that we would be taking part in a drama

The teacher began the lesson by showing the children the power point presentation and asking them if they with me, were willing to help to make the posters – they agreed

The teacher then put the children in groups to work as a team and explained to them that we needed experts to help with our project

The pupils were excited and enthusiastic and began to talk about which jobs they would take on and listed what they would need. They decided which places they would like to make their posters about.

 During the next lesson the children worked in their teams of detectives, photographers, cutters, writers, drawers, ICT experts to search out the information they needed. They collated what they found and produced wonderful posters to display. I worked with each group taking on whatever role they wanted me to do. It was an amazing atmosphere with everyone busy and involved with the project – they didn’t want to let the tourist board down. The photographers in the groups took digital photos of the posters.

At the end of the lesson… we looked at each poster and discussed whether visitors to Norfolk would choose somewhere to visit from our posters. 

After the lesson the teacher… evaluated how the children had worked together and displayed their work.

After the lesson the children… were really pleased with their results and proud of their achievements

What the teacher said… “ I’m so pleased and excited with how the children have tackled this project and have worked together. The creativity that has developed with their ideas and finished posters is amazing” 

What the children said… “ we didn’t know we could do work through drama. We can do anything through drama. Drama lets us use our imaginations and we learn. It is fun. ”

In this lesson there was evidence of creativity when… the children’s ideas were valued, when the children decided what they were going to do and when the posters were designed and made 

In this lesson there was evidence of learning when… the children were able to locate places on a map, use a digital camera for the first time, they could work out the opening and closing times of certain Norfolk attractions, co-operation skills were evident and they remembered from our previous work on Queen Elizabeth ll that Sandringham is one of her houses.

Drama strategies and conventions used
Why use drama? The drama enabled the children and me to solve a problem we had been set and to work together as a team, co-operating with each other and making decisions. The children learned new skills through the drama and were proud of their achievements. They were motivated to complete the task. I think the children’s decision that anything can be done through drama is one of the biggest reasons to use drama.
