The aims of the lesson

For the pupils to explore the feelings of ‘Mr Wolf’
Where does this lesson fit into your plans? 

It is part of a literacy based topic – ‘The Three Little Pigs
Lesson narrative
I wanted the children to explore the possibility that Mr Wolf May have been good!
Before the lesson the children had been introduced to the traditional story of the ‘Three Little Pigs’ and had begun various cross-curricular activities. They were familiar with the story content and sequence.
We began the lesson with a warm up that would set the scene and engage the children. They were introduced to the question- Was Mr Wolf good or bad? The year groups were mixed and divided into two groups. One group read the story of the Three Little Pigs and the other read the story of Big Bad Wolf is good.
Then with a teacher in role each group considered reasons why Mr Wolf was bad or good. Each group observed as the teacher in role was the best friend of Mr Wolf and the as a friend of the pigs.

Next the two groups joined to form a conscience alley. ‘Samuel Pig’ (a pupil) was asked the question – Who would you trust?  Each child in turn was able to express a strong opinion using an appropriate tone of voice.

 We finished with ‘Samuel Pig’ evaluating and expanding on what he had heard. To cool down each group considered their point of view having heard the alternative viewpoint. They then had an opportunity to change groups if they wanted. This resulted in some changing their opinions on Mr Wolf.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                        
In this lesson there was evidence of pupil creativity and learning when they gave their individual opinions so confidently and appropriately. Also they felt that they could change their minds after experiencing the conscience alley.

WHAT WAS THE IMPACT OF THIS LESSON ON CHILDREN’S LEARNING AND CREATIVITY?

This lesson supported a Powerpoint Presentation that the class have produced. It enabled them to expand their vocabulary and use the drama experiences to contribute and make decsisions.

Why use drama? The advantages of using drama were that everyone was involved at a level that they could access. It gave them concrete experiences and feelings that they could draw on when producing their Powerpoint Presentation.
