The aims of the lesson
History
To understand the nature of the conflict between Guy Fawkes and King James I.

Drama

To ask questions and interact with person in role.
Where does this lesson fit into your plans? 

First part of a three part drama history lesson. 2 classes and teachers were involved . Teacher 1 as Guy Fawkes. Teacher 2 as King James
Lesson narrative
The teacher wanted to the children to understand the nature of the religious conflict at a simplified level.
Before the lesson the children had carried out their own research on the historical figure,Guy Fawkes. 
The teacher began the lesson by telling the children that they (the teachers) were to be in role as Guy Fawkes and King James.
The teachers then left the room and returned to their own classes as one of the historical characters. They stated their case about their beliefs for  the church, the prayers and the leader of the church. Visual aids were used. The children were given opportunities to question the teacher in role.The teachers in role then swapped classes and repeated the exercise. The teachers then returned to their own class, as themselves.
The pupils were asked to say what they had understood about the opposing beliefs of the two historical characters.
At the end of the lesson the teacher questioned the children to ascertain their understanding.
The teacher said…

“ we were surprised how readily the children had excepted us in role  “ 
“ we were surprised how  well the children understood the complex historical issues”
The children said…

“  it was exciting and we enjoyed it  “ 

In this lesson there was evidence of pupil creativity in the type of questioning they used when addressing the characters and when they bowed to the king!
In this lesson there was evidence of learning when the children were able to state the differences in the characters’ beliefs.

Why use drama? The advantages of using drama were that this was a complex subject for such young children to understand and the drama made it a more memorable experience.
My advice to someone else doing this lesson would be that teacher in role was an excellent strategy to use, however be prepared to think on your feet as the children ask unexpected questions.
