The aims of the lesson
· use  a range of descriptive words

· develop speaking and listening skills

· to discriminate between  right and wrong

· to write a letter

Where does this lesson fit into your plans? 

Literacy - Traditional stories

and PHSE
Lesson narrative

The teacher wanted to…give the children a real reason for writing

Before the lesson …we had read a selection of traditional tales

The teacher began the lesson by …sharing/reading part of the story.  Read first part of book up to where the bears go into the woods.
The teacher then…asked children to sit in a circle and modelled the following before the children had a go 

Drama – In the woods

· What is it like in the wood?

· What can you see?

· What can you hear?

· Is it cold or hot?

Read next part to where Goldilocks finds the cottage.

Drama – In the garden

· What is it like in the garden?

· What can you see?

· What can you hear?

· Look up – what can you see in the sky?

Shall we go inside the cottage?  Discuss. (conscience alley)

Read next part to where Goldilocks falls asleep.

Drama – In the cottage

· What is like in the kitchen?

· What can you see?

· What can you hear?

Freeze frames –

Act out trying the porridge and chairs.  Take photos.

You see a letter on the table.  

· Who is it from?

· Shall we read it?

· How did it get there?

Shall we go upstairs?

Freeze frames – trying out the beds.  Take photos.

Read rest of book.

Drama –

· You wake up and see the bears, what are you going to do now?

When you get safely back home you decide to write to bears to say sorry for going in their cottage, eating their porridge, breaking the chair and sleeping in their beds.

Shared writing of the letter.

Children write their own letter to the bears.

At the end of the lesson…We read out the letters to each other and read ‘The Jolly Postman’.

After the lesson the teacher…wrote a letter back to the children from the Three Bears which we received a couple of days later.

After the lesson the children…talked about the lesson and were very excited when they received the letter. 

 Photos were  used back in class with captions added to make a class book.
The teacher said…the children enjoyed the session and all were eager to take part in the drama and to write the letter

The children said…that was good fun, when can do we some more?

In this lesson there was evidence of pupil creativity when…they decided they could see a secret door in the cottage (we agreed to explore that at a later date)

In this lesson there was evidence of learning when…children listened when others were speaking and started to think carefully and to elaborate on what they could see or hear ‘I can hear a hedgehog crawling through the twigs’ , ‘I can see a butterfly opening and closing its wings on a beautiful flower’.

WHAT WAS THE IMPACT OF THIS LESSON ON CHILDREN’S LEARNING AND CREATIVITY?

Can you identify specific improvement/s for particular groups of pupils? e.g. boys, girls, higher, middle, lower achievers, looked after children, ethnic minorities, children for whom English is not their first language?  

This worked really well for all the children but especially the SEN and EAL children in class.  It helped all the children to think about using more exciting words in their writing.

This lesson has been shared with other colleagues in school – from Reception to Year 2.

Drama strategies and conventions used

· conscience alley

· freeze frames

Why use drama? The advantages of using drama were…The drama enabled the children to feel what it was being Goldilocks, to help with decision making and to think about own feelings and those of others.  It helped the children to create atmosphere – what could they smell in the cottage?

My advice to someone else doing this lesson would be …a big space is needed, so best to book the hall.  Be a good role model and involve LSA’s – it will help bring in those children who feel uncomfortable with drama.
