	Teacher as narrator
	To introduce story and set the scene
	Class as audience sitting  in a circle
	Have PE music playing as we enter the hall
T reads first two pages

	2
	Remind of drama contract and real world / story world
	Children to understand when drama has begun through a clear signal and shared movement
	Children stand and turn around
	Formal entrance to story world

	3
	Teacher as narrator

Improvisation
	Children name different feelings so they can use them in following activity
	Children sitting in circle
	T to read next two pages and encourages discussion of feelings involved so far.  T asks children to pass the ball and name a feeling they know about. Ask if they can think of one that nobody else has thought of

	4
	Freeze frame
	To introduce activity, to explore different feelings and their effect on us
To think about how our body and faces help us communicate
	Children work as a class, branching into pair work
	T explains activity

Using music, children to swim around.  When music stops, children to gently touch person next to them.  Person who has been touched has to show a face / use body to display an emotion – cross, happy, excited, grumpy…. Can person who touched them guess the feeling?  Repeat several times to give different children different opportunities to play both parts

	Teacher as narrator

Thought tracking
	To move drama on

To allow every child the opportunity to voice an opinion / give advice
	Class sitting in circle
	T reads next two pages.

T asks children what they would say to the rainbow fish if they were the octopus. When they have given an answer, ask them to write it on a post-it note and stick it around a picture of the octopus.

	Teacher as narrator

Thought tracking / improvisation
	To move story on
To be able to portray an action, thought or deed which would make them feel proud
	Class sitting in a circle
	T reads next 5 pages of book.
Ask children to be like the rainbow fish and think of what their most precious possession is that they would give away.  Then ask them to go and ‘give’ it to somebody.  Think about what it feels like to give and what it feels like to be given something – introduce notion of feeling proud

	6
	Teacher as narrator

ritual
	To conclude story and drama

Children to understand when drama has finished through a clear signal and shared movement
	Class sitting in circle

Children stand and turn around
	T finishes story and concludes drama by repeating ritual
