The aims of the lesson

.  For pupils to : 

· To know the feelings and emotional dilemma of emigrating or moving house.

· Being able to use different vocabulary. working together. 

· Listen to others.

· Adapting and sustaining different roles.

· . Be able to extend ideas in discussion.

Where does this lesson fit into your plans? 

Were researching about ST Lucia in geography, so for the children to think whether they would like to live there, would be good.

To give them an insight in to other places.

Lesson narrative

The teacher wanted to… Ensure all children had the opportunity to have a say.

Before the lesson …

 WE have been exploring about ST Lucia, in geography, so I thought it a good idea to do a drama on it. I wanted the children to listen and work as a group and use their ability to question. WE had one side of the class, in favour of emigrating, the other against. 

The teacher began the lesson by… 

…showing the children a map of St Lucia and then where England is. I explained that we were going to have a debate, to see how many of us would like to live there.

The teacher then…

Addressed the children as adults, names were put on tables, Mr? Mrs? To give them some importance. I gave them chance to talk in their groups, to think of some good questions.

The pupils…

Came up with good reasons in their debate, why emigrating was a good idea and reasons against it.

At the end of the lesson…

 We had a show of hands to see how many were in favour of emigrating, and how many against.

After the lesson the teacher…

 Followed up the next day, by getting them to search for more information on the Internet about ST Lucia.

After the lesson the children… 

The children would not stop talking about it. They loved the debate; they said it made them feel important. The facts they found, they put in a booklet.

The teacher said…

They were totally engaged in the discussions. “It was lovely to see the exchange of ideas from one side to the other. As it had worked very well, we might consider doing it at a later time, on a different theme”

The children said…

 “ when” 

 “That was the best drama in my life”  

“That was great”

In this lesson there was evidence of pupil creativity when…

I saw children who perhaps, would keep quiet, felt able to contribute to discussion. They enjoyed making their booklet of facts.

In this lesson there was evidence of learning when…

   “They were able to extend their ideas in discussion” 

WHAT WAS THE IMPACT OF THIS LESSON ON CHILDREN’S LEARNING AND CREATIVITY?

Can you offer evidence of a rise in standards (for any/most/all) of the pupils (please be specific and where possible mention National Curriculum levels and sub-levels? 

It was lovely to see certain children shine, and come out of their shell.

Can you identify specific improvement/s for particular groups of pupils? e.g. boys, girls, higher, middle, lower achievers, looked after children, ethnic minorities, children for whom English is not their first language?

I saw children who normally kept quiet, put their hands up to speak, or give their ideas to others in the team. It was lovely to see them come out of their shell.

Evidence gathered could include pupil voice, comparative examples of children’s work, improved attitudes to learning, improved teamwork, improved behaviour, better attendance on days when drama is timetabled, comments from other teachers and parents, etc. 

“She loves coming to school, on Tuesdays”

 “Did you see the look on … face; he was taking it very serious”

Drama strategies and conventions used

· Teacher as chairperson.

· Questioning and finding out-exploring the problems of emigrating, to another country.

Why use drama? The advantages of using drama were…

To encourage those children to take part, who normally shy away. Children who are usually quiet to have an opinion on whether they wanted to emigrate. They felt they had a really important job in joining in the discussion and some valued reasons, for and against emigrating.

My advice to someone else doing this lesson would be …

One of the children could be a visitor from ST Lucia. They could then be hot seated.
