Before the lesson…

The teacher began the lesson by… 
Introducing story and problem: Farmer complaining Very Hungry Caterpillar and his family eating all the fruit on his farm.

Why use drama?

The advantages of using drama were.

Difficult to have such an open structure via any other method.
My advice to someone doing this lesson would be to only use the decision alley if children seem very motivated by subject and there are lots of views being given.

Impact on children’s learning and creativity
Very little overall impact on rise in standards. One child of lower ability in one lesson showed very imaginative thought. Not something he normally displays. A few retired to the background in most lessons. Not comfortable with this.

 Drama has its place but generally favours the confident, and articulate. Those without these abilities do not appear to gain over time. Need to be aware of just how difficult drama can be for these children. May be fun for some but agony for others.
