The aims of the lesson

· Get better at using a range of descriptive vocabulary and create simple ‘maps’...

Where does this lesson fit into your plans? 
As part of a geographical aspect of K+U.
Lesson narrative
The teacher wanted to…support children to create and develop a teddy’s journey story.
Before the lesson …we used Judith Ackroyd’s ‘Teddy Bear’s Picnic’ lesson the previous week.
The teacher began the lesson by showing a basket with a little teddy with his back-pack on, asleep.
The teacher then explained that he had got left behind in the woods after the Teddy Bear’s picnic and needed help to find his way home.
The pupils suggested how he would feel, what he might see, who he might meet in the woods. In role as teddy moving through, under, around trees.  Suggested what teddy would need in his back-pack to help him find his way home.  How would he cross the river? What if he met a wild animal? How could he stay safe? Would it help if he had a map? Children in role preparing for journey, cooking and shopping fo essential travel items to put in the back-pack. 
At the end of the lesson…we left teddy asleep in his basket under a tree, placing leaves on top for a cover as each child gave him a good night wish.
After the lesson the teacher carried teddy in the basket gently out of the room.
After the lesson the children were enthralled by the story they had helped to create.
The teacher said… “I hope teddy gets safely across the river? “ 

The children said… When can we find out?

In this lesson there was evidence of pupil creativity when they made suggestions for how teddy would get back home, how he would overcome his fears (partners work) role play of things to put in back pack including a blow up boat to get him across the river!…

In this lesson there was evidence of learning when the children ‘wrote’ lists, (early mark-making), made maps to help teddy through the woods, were aware that teddy would need torch, water, food, inflatable boat etc for his survival.

WHAT WAS THE IMPACT OF THIS LESSON ON CHILDREN’S LEARNING AND CREATIVITY?

· Paired problem solving
· Mantle of the Expert
Why use drama? The advantages of using drama were…It allowed greater freedom to explore ideas through movement, role play, partner work as well as mark making for a purpose. It was a powerful tool that encouraged children to generate their own ideas.
My advice to someone else doing this lesson would be …go along with the children and explore a wealth of ideas.  They loved teddy!
