Lesson exemplar
The teacher wanted to…help the children experience feelings of children in ww2.

Before the lesson…background on why children were evacuated and what is entailed.

The teacher began the lesson by playing a sound recording of an air-raid siren: children respond.

The teacher then…group mime building a shelter.

The pupils…did pros and cons of being evacuated in groups of three.

At the end of the lesson…Acting part of a character on railway platform in a freeze frame.

After the lesson the teacher…
