Lesson exemplar
The teacher wanted to…

Before the lesson…

In a previous lesson the children had been sailors on a boat which was shipwrecked.

The teacher began the lesson by…

Setting the scene – we were stranded on an island.

The teacher then…

Asked the children how we were going to survive

The pupils…

Explored the island looking for water, picking fruit, making shelters, fires etc

Once the community was established and the camp set up, the captain (teacher in role) told the sailors that a strange man had been spotted on the island who was not part of our crew. The children were given a picture of the man and asked to play ‘ I wonder…’. We then used ‘Rumours’ to help spread different ideas about the man.

At the end of the lesson…

We discussed as a crew what we should do about this man.

After the lesson the teacher…

After the lesson the children… wanted to continue the discussion about the man and had come up with detailed background stories for him.

In this lesson there was evidence of creativity when…

The children came up with their own ideas and background stories fro this man, some of which related to their own stories as sailors e.g ‘ My father never wanted me to run away to sea, this man is my father, he has come back to get me’. 

In this lesson there was evidence of learning when…

The children were completely engaged. They were motivated to find language which was outside of their usual vocabulary e.g ‘dehydrated’. The questions that they raised in the ‘ I wonder’ game got them to think ‘outside the box’.

· Improvisation

Why use drama?

The advantages of using drama were.

The children were engaged throughout because motivation was higher. Every chid contributed because they knew that all their ideas could be used. They were free to improvise without being ‘on show’. As their teacher and observer were also in role everyone was involved in the imagined world which made children feel secure and therefore more inventive.
