The school’s approach to drama: timetabled session for each year group…encouraged as a technique to use across the curriculum.

The school’s reasons for seeking involvement in D4LC: trying to encourage the use of drama across the curriculum…interested in the impact drama has on children’s creativity.

Age Group Year 5

Size of class 20

Length of lesson 1 hour.

Subject links Literacy…writing poetry.

Resources Whiteboard, science goggles and overalls, large sheets of paper, coloured marker pens.

The aims of the lesson

Lesson exemplar
The teacher wanted to…get the children to write a good poem.

Before the lesson…the children had “visited” the rainforest with Professor X (teacher in role) in order to write non chronological reports.

The teacher began the lesson by…going into role as Professor X and looking at looking at children’s reports.

The teacher then…explained that we were going on a poetry mission.

The pupils…travelled to the rainforest with a magic word and action and then explored the rainforest thinking about what they could hear, see, smell, taste and touch. They then circulated to 5 “bases” and had 2 minutes to scribe describing words on each “sense” sheet. Out of role we moved onto Shared Writing of a rainforest poem and then Independent writing of a rainforest poem. The teacher encouraged extension into similes.

At the end of the lesson…children shared their poetry and discussed the impact of their imagery.

After the lesson the teacher…enlarged good poems ready for next lesson ready to redraft and improve.

After the lesson the children…improved their poems further after Shared Reading and Shared Writing.

What the teacher said…

“  the children really engaged with the lesson objective because they had a PURPOSE to write”

What the children said…

“That was fun…I wrote a really good poem…I liked Curtis’s poem because…”    “ 

In this lesson there was evidence of creativity when…the children explored the rainforest. Their ideas, stimulated by the drama then fed into their shared and independent writing which showed creativity.

In this lesson there was evidence of learning when…children shared their ideas re senses and developed these into similes in shared and independent writing. The poems produced showed the children had grasped features of good poetry.

Drama strategies and conventions used
· “Storyland” scenario (pretending to go to the rainforest)

· Teacher in role

Why use drama?

The advantages of using drama were….capturing the children’s interest, stimulating ideas. 

This lesson was observed during our  Ofsted observation and the inspector, in her feedback said “This was an outstanding lesson using creative strategies. We need more teaching like this. Imagine what children would be able to do if everyone could teach like this”
