The school’s approach to drama: 
The school has only really started to use drama more went on the D4LC course. The Head teacher had been involved in the D4LC work before coming to our school and was keen to introduce it. 
The school’s reasons for seeking involvement in D4LC: 

As a school we have made a move towards embracing a more creative approach to planning the curriculum since September, and we felt that D4LC would support this. It has been challenging for two teachers who new very little about using drama across the curriculum to use it each week and for a whole session but the rewards have been fantastic. The children in our classes look forward to and get so much from the sessions, and we as teachers have seen how drama can be used to really deepen and extend children’s thinking. 
The next stage is for this approach to be used across the whole school. 
Age Group: Year 3
Size of class – 25
Length of lesson: 1 hour 
Subject links: PSHE and Citizenship, Literacy, Geography
Resources:  SEAL CD Rom or internet, laptop and projector. 
The aims of the lesson

· To explore feeling words such as ‘guilty’, ‘at fault’, ‘In the wrong’ through drama
· To understand ways of resolving conflicts and difficult issues
Lesson exemplar

Before the lesson  

In the last session, the children had discussed situations where a character may be accused of being guilty for doing or saying something. 
Teacher had acted in role, accusing one of the children of stealing a rubber from the classroom. It had ended with making a list of feeling words associated with the scenario.
The teacher began the lesson by 

- reminding the children of the work from the last session.
The teacher then 

- introduced a new scenario through a Power Point slide show entitled ‘Jack’s Choice’ from the SEAL disc.
The pupils 

The children had to decide what the character Jack should do, after only learning a little of the situation and dilemma he was in. 
The teacher then

- continued the slide show until the point at which Jack has an idea of how he can solve the problem. Use Teacher in role to act out a possible conversation between two of the characters.
- then continue looking at the slide show until we see Jack do something wrong. Ask, should he confess to someone?
The pupils 

The children used a conscience alley to consider and understand the mixed emotions that Jack had over the wrong deed he had committed. 
At the end of the lesson 

In groups, the children drew a body shape on large sheets of paper and chose one of the characters from the story. They then added details of their facial expressions, and wrote words around the edge. * they had access to the resource card from the SEAL pack which gives a good range of feeling words. 
* I have been told that this technique is called a ‘role on the wall’!
After the lesson the teacher 

Kept and dated the role on the wall pieces of work for the literacy session later in the week.
After the lesson the children 

- had the opportunity of looking at each groups ‘role on the wall’.
During the following day’s literacy session, the children reviewed the learning from the drama session and they went on to write letters of apology which were filled with emotion and depth. 
In this lesson there was evidence of creativity when
· the children created the ‘role on the wall’ pictures
· the children placed themselves in others shoes to share words of advise or wisdom.

· The children wrote creatively in a follow up literacy session
Drama strategies and conventions used

· Teacher in role
· Conscience alley
· Role on the wall
Why use drama?

This session needed drama as an ‘excuse’ to step into someone else’s shoes to experience and describe the emotions associated with doing something wrong, he being the person who was wronged and someone looking on. 
My advice to someone else doing this lesson would be 
I tried to cram quite a lot into one session and it may have been better to move through each stage more slowly.
