Before the lesson  

Retold the story of the Pied Piper
The teacher began the lesson by 

Looking at the first part of the story 
The pupils 

Half the class acted out the poor people of the town-carrying heavy objects, holding on to wild pigs, pick-pockets, groups chatting. The other half was wealthier, residents trying to keep clothes out of dirt, lots of jewellery and travelled on horses. Used freeze frames to show what sort of people they were and jobs they had. Frozen pictures of what the rats were doing.
The teacher then

The teacher role played as a reporter and asked the class to tell her what problems the rats were causing in the town. Linked to writing formal letters to the Town Hall.
At the end of the lesson

The class discussed what the next session would look like. Looking for a solution to the rat problem. 
After the lesson the teacher 

Organised a literacy lesson looking at letter writing and how to put together an advertisement for a rat catcher.
After the lesson the children
The class planned the beginnings of an assembly that was later shown to parents/carers. This was the first of several drama lessons based on the Pied Piper.
