The school’s approach to drama: 

We wanted to improve children’s speaking and listening skills and to develop writing in all year groups. Drama has the ability to help build confidence and show children how important it is to work successfully in pairs, groups and whole class scenarios.
The school’s reasons for seeking involvement in D4LC: 

As part of the Every Child Mattes initiative the school sees drama as a way of promoting enjoyment and achievement across the curriculum.

The aims of the lesson

· Help understand the water cycle
· Have fun
Lesson exemplar

The teacher wanted to 

Go over the water cycle and use it as a base to introduce their new geography topic on volcanoes.
Before the lesson  

Find out what their prior learning and understanding of the above was.
The teacher began the lesson by 
Get P.E. equipment and apparatus out. Each child was going to be a rain drop that comes from different sources in the rain cycle: sea-floor, rivers-benches, vegetation-on the apparatus, land-chairs. Use music to bring out different rain drops.  
The teacher then 
Divided the class into cold and warm air. Warm air is by the apparatus, cold air advances, warm air rises up the apparatus, cools and slides down the benches, cooling air pushing up the other groups, cycle continues.
The pupils 

Forming clouds-each child dances to music-freeze-then joins with another child. Repeat so ‘droplets’ get bigger. Move at varying speeds according to the wind and its direction. Pairs of children tell each other their life story as ‘droplets’.
Small groups form clouds-stratus-long and thin, cumulus-fluffy, cirrus-long threads, nimbus-rain.
Children make snowflakes-melt, freeze and begin cycle again.
The teacher then

Final part of drama is to make fog and mist. Children to walk through mist without touching their friends.
At the end of the lesson 

Discussed what was the best parts of the lesson and how could they improve on it.
After the lesson the teacher 

 Worked on a topic about mountains/volcanoes
After the lesson the children 

Wrote poems
