The school’s approach to drama…timetabled for each year group…encouraged as a tool across the curriculum.

The school’s reasons for seeking involvement in D4LC:  to learn and share more ideas re Drama and raise its profile in school.

The aims of the lesson

Lesson exemplar
The teacher wanted to…teach the children the seriousness of the impact humans have on the environment.

Before the lesson…the year group had been working on the topic of the 3R’s (Reduce, Re use, Re cycle) as part of Geography World Week.

The teacher began the lesson by…going into teacher in role as Professor X and showing the children (scientists) how humans are destroying the world. The teacher drew a globe on the board and discussed the impact of digging natural resources and filling landfill sites. 

The pupils…went into the “future” together using Storyland scenario to see what the world will be like in 100 years if we do not change our habits. Explored, fed back and created a “still image” / photograph of the future. 

At the end of the lesson…pupils discussed with their partners how they could stop this disaster happening.

After the lesson the teacher…asked the children to record what they had learnt in the lesson.

After the lesson the children…visited the “Eco tech” centre in Swaffham as part of “World Week” and learnt more about alternative power and recycling.

What the teacher said…

“ The children keep asking when the Professor is coming back. I think I will  use “him” in other lessons as a teacher in role character.  “ 

What the children said…

“I enjoyed being a baked bean tin …if you cut down trees you won’t be able to breathe…you will be ruining animal’s habitats… the littleuns won’t have much time left in the world…I enjoyed this, it was fun…our children might not have a nice future…the best bit was acting out the future…you need to reuse more…I liked it when the teacher spoke in a funny voice…if we want to live then we are going to have to start looking after the world…it is not good throwing away…it will smell horrible…“ 

In this lesson there was evidence of creativity when…the children spoke in role as Scientists, when they created their photographs of the future and “became” things eg: tin cans in landfill sites, futuristic cars that ran on clean fuel)

In this lesson there was evidence of learning when…the children discussed how we could change the “bad” things we are doing to the planet. In written work they reflected on the range of things humans are doing to destroy the planet.

Drama strategies and conventions used
· Teacher in role.

· Storyland scenario.

· Still image with thoughts.

Why use drama?

The advantages of using drama were….The drama involves children in the dilemma, all 70 of the Year group…”writing” didn’t get in the way for the children who have difficulties.
