Lesson exemplar
The teacher wanted the children to write a good setting in a story. 

Before the lesson…the children had read extracts from Charlie and the Chocolate Factory and identified the features of good settings.

The teacher began the lesson by…recapping what makes a good setting.

The teacher then…asked the children to “become” the walls of a secret room in the chocolate factory and modelled “becoming” an object in the secret room (eg: I am a lollipop tree. If you pick up one of my lollies I grow back in a different flavour”

The pupils…then entered the room and “became” things. They then recorded their ideas in a drawing.

At the end of the lesson…drawings were shared and we discussed and elaborated the best ones.

After the lesson the teacher…collated the ideas for the children to stick in their books as shared work.

After the lesson the children…recorded their ideas orally in full sentences and then with teacher and teacher assistant support scribed their ideas in their books.

What the teacher said…

“ the children were very interested and excited  “ 

What the children said…

“It gives you an experience …I will remember this…drama makes me pay attention  “ 

In this lesson there was evidence of creativity when…the children “became” objects in the room. Without the drama these ideas would not have been generated. I don’t think these ideas would have been generated with just pen and paper alone. The secretarial skills of writing don’t get in the way during the ideas process.

In this lesson there was evidence of learning when the children understood what makes a good setting and were able to elaborate their ideas…extending their thoughts into more than a few words / one sentence. Eg: I am a darth vader smoothie machine. Pull this light sabre and you get vanilla flavour. Pull this light sabre and you get strawberry.” When working in this way they add ideas to each others work and the ideas build up. This boosts their confidence and when we actually get to the writing stage they are brimming with ideas and confidence.

Drama strategies and conventions used
· Still image and improvisation.

Why use drama?

The advantages of using drama were….the children enjoy pretending and their ideas feed into quality writing. They are motivated and behaviour problems are avoided.
