The aims of the lesson

· To use Drama as a tool for creative learning to raise     awareness of globalisation.

· To raise aspirations and break down insularity by raising awareness of the wider world.

Lesson exemplar

Starter

· What is Globalisation? Use the students understanding of the term to establish a baseline.

· Once there is an understanding of globalisation, introduce the issue of global warming and how it would e affect the immediate area, (the sea level raising would flood the Fens).

Group work

· Through question and answer techniques establish other parts of the world where the land is below sea-level like the Fens, (New Orleans and Holland),

· Hand out the fact sheet of the floods in Holland and discuss the dramatic image and how people’s response compared to what happened in New Orleans.

· In groups of 4 or 5 create a dramatic still image which shows some aspect of the Fens flooding.

Plenary

· Share and evaluate the still images. Thought track the people in the images.

· What have we learnt from the work that we have seen?

· What have we learnt about globalisation?

In this lesson there was evidence of creativity when… Students experimented with still images and thought-tracking imaginatively, using gesture, facial expressions, body language, thoughts, space, levels and proxemics to communicate roles and the issues attached to flooding in the Fens. 

In this lesson there was evidence of learning when… Students did make the connections between the Fens, New Orleans and Holland and realised that the Fens flooding is a possibility if global warming continues. There was also evidence of learning in there understanding of what happened to people and property when flooding takes place. They were able to empathise with flood victims globally

Drama strategies and conventions used

· Still image

· Thought-tracking

· Establishing a role

· Use of space and proxemics

· Facial expressions

· Body language and gesture

· Evaluation

Why use drama?

The advantages of using drama were. Those students were able to “live” the situation by putting themselves into someone else’s shoes, thereby experiencing the situation in an emotional as well as an intellectual way
