The aims of the lesson

· To reinforce vocabulary (pets, colours, numbers, weather, clothes)

· To practise grammar structures (prepositions, adjective endings)

· To have fun

Lesson exemplar

The teacher wanted to break from a teacher –dominated lesson and give the pupils more control over their learning

Before the lesson  We watched Top auf Deutsch, a Quiz show for beginners learning German. We planned the various rounds of the quiz show, discussed the language, actions and props required.

Each group of 4-5 pupils wrote their script, list of props and rehearsed it.

They brought in the props for the show.

The teacher began the lesson by 

Moving the furniture into a horseshoe and setting up the stage.

She went through the running order of the different games. The teacher took the role of compère and explained that when not taking part in their round the pupils would be the audience.
The teacher then 

Began the show by introducing the “programme” and welcoming the guests before asking the first group to perform their round. There were six rounds and in between each round the points were totalled up for the teams.

The pupils 

Round 1  Memoryspiel :  Generation game type activity with one pupil blindfolded and another members of group call out names of objects on a conveyor belt

Round 2 Wo ist..?  Pupils have to find objects hidden by listening to prepositions. This is against the clock

Round 3 Das Wetter  Pupils stick weather symbols on a map and pick up the relevant object (eg Umbrella) according to instruction.

Round 4 Familien Pupils dress up according to description and age stickers, against the clock.

Round 5 Haustiere Guess the pet hidden on the other side of a numbered card.

Round 6  Die Zahlen  Select the correct number from other son the board against the clock.

The teacher then

Totalled the points, declared the winning team and thanked the audience and teams. 

At the end of the lesson 

The pupils applauded their efforts, cleared up and restored the room to its normal seating plan.

After the lesson the teacher 

Asked if they had enjoyed the activity and if so why

After the lesson the children 

Unanimously agreed that it had been enjoyable, better than just listening to the teacher! because they had been able to do what they wanted.

The teacher 

Asked if we should try something like this again.

The children said 

Yes!

In this lesson there was evidence of creativity when

The pupils made their own props, wrote their own lines, responded spontaneously to unknown instructions and manipulated known language.

In this lesson there was evidence of learning when

Throughout the entire show as it was in the foreign language that they are studying

Can you offer evidence of a rise in standards ( for any/most/all of the pupils) that can be attributed to this lesson?  Please be as precise as possible and try to mention NC levels and/or sub levels. 

It increased their confidence, not really possible to measure this against NC levels
Drama strategies and conventions used

· Role play

· Costumes

Why use drama?

To break from the usual mfl classroom conventions and allow weaker pupils to participate in a different , less formal situation.

My advice to someone else doing this lesson would be 

Be flexible in case some pupils are absent on the day
